Born in 1970 in Lucknow, Prof. Bhoomika R. Kar was awarded a Ph.D. in 2003 from NIMHANS, 

Bangalore, specializing in Developmental Cognitive Neuroscience. She has been awarded 2 fellowships 

– Olive Reddick award for Academic Excellence, 1990 & the UGC Junior/Senior Research Fellowship, 1997 She has about 35 paper 

publications, 10 book chapters & 3 Books/ Tests to her credit. Prof. Kar is a member of Advisory Board, School of Medical Sciences, 

University of Hyderabad & Board of Studies, Cognitive Science program, Thapar School of Liberal Arts and Sciences, Thapar 

Institute of Engineering and Technology.

National Neuroimaging Facility 

The Centre of Behavioural and Cognitive Sciences (CBCS), a UGC Centre of 

Excellence (established in 2002) and an Independent Centre (as per Central 

University Act, 2005) of UoA, established the National Neuroimaging Facility in 

2019, with a large-scale grant from DST GOI. The facility was inaugurated by Dr. 

Harshvardhan, Hon. Minister of Science and Technology, Earth Sciences, 

Environment, Forest and Climate change, Government of India on February 2, 

2019. Prof. Narayanan Srinivasan (former Head, CBCS) was the PI during that period. Prof. Bhoomika R. Kar (Head, CBCS) is 

currently the PI (July 2020-current) for this project. 

The National Neuroimaging Facility at CBCS, University of Allahabad, is first of its kind in a University set up in India. The facility 

has a 3 Tesla functional Magnetic Resonance Imaging (fMRI) scanner to study brain-based mechanisms of cognition and has been 

established as a National Facility for scholars in Cognitive Science/Neuroscience/Cognitive neuroscience across the country. The 

Neuroimaging facility is being used to investigate and understand the brain- based 

mechanisms of cognitive control, bilingualism, cognitive and emotional ageing, 

affective computing, music perception, and neuroaesthetics. This State-of-the-Art 

facility has been established for research with relevance for science and society.

It is now well appreciated 

that the circadian rhythms play a central role in coordinating 

the organism’s life with the earth’s day, controlling 

everything from metabolism to sleep time.  

The circadian clock is the cumulative term for the biological 

clock system, which regulates the circadian rhythms, which 

cycles with a period of about 24 hours and is primarily 

controlled by the availability of light. It has been 

convincingly shown that the disruption of the circadian clock 

is directly associated with the occurrence of cancers, 

metabolic diseases like type II diabetes, inflammatory 

diseases, sleep-related diseases and neurodegenerative 

disorders like Alzheimer’s disease, Autism, etc. (see 

Lucassen et al., 2016). In the modern-day lifestyle, sleep 

irregularity significantly contributes to circadian disruption. 

Another lifestyle-dependent factor, i.e., ‘the exposure to 

artificial light’ at night (due to urban light pollution or late 

night working activity), also causes a significant shift in the 

circadian rhythms, leading to obesity, diabetes, irritability, 

anxiety, depressive behaviours and also reducing learning 

abilities.
