When Buddhism spread in India, world-
famous educational institutions like Nalanda, Vikramashila, Vallabhi and Takshashiila

were established. It is known from research that women also took education in these
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institutions. These educational institutions flourished from the fifth century to the
thirteenth century. In addition, there was the participation of women in theology,
philosophy, fine arts, astronomy, etc.

Still, education was limited to a particular section of society in that period, and not
everyone had access to education. In the early 20" century, emphasis was placed on
education for women so that they could contribute to nation-building by educating their
children. In 1906, while addressing a gathering, Sarojini Naidu underlined the importance
of women's education. By this time, women had started participating in public life in
large numbers. Women such as Ramabai Ranade, Sarojini Naidu, Annie Besant,
Rameshwari Nehru, Rajkumari Amrit Kaur, Aruna Asaf Ali, Sucheta Kriplani, Usha
Mehta and Vaishnavi Devi played important political and social roles. After
independence, there was a new beginning in women's education, significantly higher
education. The first Prime Minister of the country, Jawaharlal Nehru, said that you can
assess the condition of a nation by looking at the status of women. He believed that
higher education for women was the need of the hour. Today, the participation of Indian
women in higher education is very high and is increasing progressively.

The University of Allahabad, established on 23" September 1887, is the fourth
oldest university. It has been a witness to the making of modern India. This university has
made an outstanding contribution to the country's freedom struggle. From the very
beginning of its establishment, it has been the speciality of this university that it has
carved talents in every field of life and society, as a result of which the students studying
in this university, where on one side internationally renowned scientists, jurists, poets and
so on. There were litterateurs, historians, economists, thinkers, journalists, industrialists,
etc. But on the other hand, there were great statesmen and eminent administrators. So
there came a time of prosperity for this university when it came to be called ‘Oxford of
the East.’

The fragrance of the academic splendour of the university is still present in the

minds of the people. The more glorious history the institution has, the more it has to
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overcome the challenges of keeping itself valuable and relevant with time. Preserving its

splendour is the duty of any institution. This protection is not possible only by praising its

glorious history. Still, it requires the aspiration and commitment to maintain itself at the

latest academic standards. Keeping this aspiration and commitment in view, the plan of

publication of the present book has been given shape.
